You Want To Help??
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In Dover Pointe, we have a list of restrictions that basically lays out guidelines to help maintain a decent appearance of our neighborhood.  The restrictions are posted on the DPHA website.  In recent months, members have voiced some concerns at the board meetings that some common sense restrictions are not being observed.  


Speed Limit – the speed limit is 25mph.  Please make sure all drivers in your household obey the speed limit.  The consequences of speeding in a neighborhood with young children could be grave and disastrous to all concerned in an accident.


Stop Signs – please obey the STOP sign.  Do NOT roll through or drive through.  Again, consequences of running the stop sign could be disastrous.  


Yard Light – everyone’s favorite.  The fact is, we don’t have street lights, and your yard light serves a vital safety function as the street light.  Please keep them lit so that people feel safe when they are in our neighborhood.  


Garbage can storage – garbage cans should be stored out of sight from the front of the house.  The preferred place would be inside your garage out of sight.   


Dogs – man’s best friend, but only you know for sure about your dog.  Please keep your dog on a leash outside of your yard.  Please do not let your dog mess in someone else’s yard, but if an accident should happen, please pick up any messes.  


Pushing snow from your driveway into the street -  with all the snow we’ve been getting, this is becoming more of an issue.  The city actually has an ordnance prohibiting this practice.  Please move the snow from your driveway to your yard.  Do NOT push the snow into the street.  Extra snow in the street after the plow has been through creates an unsafe condition for those traveling on the road.


Clearing Snow from your Sidewalk – it is not a city ordnance to clear your sidewalk from snow.  However, it is a neighborly courtesy and a good safety practice.  A clean sidewalk allows your neighbors to walk/run safely and not have to go onto the street.  Let’s try to clear our sidewalks whenever possible.  


Retention Basins – are not playgrounds or public spaces.  Do NOT allow your children to play in the basins.

In the course of adapting this template to suit your needs, you will see a number of newsletter elements. The following is a list of many of them, accompanied by brief definitions.


Body text.   The text of your articles.


Byline.  A line of text listing the name of the author of the article.


Caption text.  Text that describes a graphic. A caption should be a short but descriptive full sentence. For photos, it ought to explain what’s happening without being insultingly obvious. It should also add to the reader’s understanding of the photo by, for example, explaining prominent or unusual objects.


“Continued from” line.  A line of text indicating the page an article is continuing from.


“Continued on” line.  A line of text indicating the page on which an article will be continued.


Date.  Either the date of publication or the date you expect the newsletter to be at the height of its circulation.


Graphic.  A photograph, piece of art, chart, diagram, or other visual element.


Header.  Text at the top of each page indicating the name of the newsletter and the page number.


Headline.  The title of an article. A headline needs to be clear in its purpose, brief, and active, and should attract attention by being relevant, inspiring curiosity, or having some other irresistible quality.


Newsletter title.  The title of the newsletter.


Pull quote.  A phrase or sentence taken from an article that appears in large letters on the page, often within a box to set it apart from the article. 


Volume and issue.  Volume refers to the number of years a newsletter has been in circulation. Issue refers to the number of newsletters published so far in the year. The ninth newsletter in its fifth year of circulation would be Volume 5, Issue 9.
